MIGRATORY DIPLOMACY OF THE BRAZILIAN FAR RIGHT
GOVERNMENT

Abstract: This paper argues that, surprisingly, the current Brazilian government of
President Jair Bolsonaro, has not taken an anti-immigration position against Venezuelan
refugees, as would be expected for a far right government. This fact may be linked to
the military administration created to welcome the Venezuelans refugees («Task-Force
Acolhiday), with which and Bolsonaro sympathizes. Furthermore, helping the refugees
in this case would reinforce the anti-leftist rhetoric against Nicolas Maduro government,
accusing him that, with his authoritarianism, would be producing these refugees.
Whatever, Bolsonaro’s migration policy has become pragmatic. His government would
even be making the successful welcome of Venezuelan refugees a piece of propaganda
in the field of diplomacy.
