COLLECTIVE NARCISSISM AND BELIEF
INTHE CONSPIRACY THEORIES OF THE YOUNGER GENERATION

The authors analyze the main views on the problem of spreading belief
in conspiracies among young people. The authors clarify the concept of belief
in conspiracies as an irrational belief. Modern studies are presented that
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emphasize the connection between the phenomenon of belief in conspiracies
and manifestations of collective narcissism. It is assumed that collective nar-
cissism can strengthen the belief in conspiracies. The results of an empirical
study of the belief in conspiracies and collective narcissism of Generation Z
students are presented. It is shown that students believe more in the social,
political, food and pharmaceutical. This belief is associated with collective
narcissism.
