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The Ural region on the agricultural front (1941-1945)

Abstract. The author reviews the monograph by the famous Ural historian Vladimir P. Motrevich,
which is devoted to an important and relevant topic. It is emphasized that the monograph analyses
the entire range of issues related to the state and dynamics of the development of the agrarian sector
of the Ural region in the extreme period of the USSR’s history. The issues considered in the
monograph are related to the material and technical base of the regional agricultural sector in the
context of farming and stockbreeding, its two most important areas, as well as labor resources,
living conditions of rural workers, etc. At the same time, the leitmotif of the study is the activity of
authorities at all levels — from local to all-union authorities — in the field of agricultural production
management.

Any topic related to the events of the Great
Patriotic War remains of enduring interest to both
ordinary readers and professional researchers.
B. M. MoTpesu Apparently, this explains the fact that over time the
number of works devoted to the above-mentioned

of other works, the monograph by Doctor of
Historical Sciences, Professor V. Motrevich stands
out favorably, first of all, by its more than thorough
fundamentalism.

Indeed, the famous Ural scientist has been
engaged in the research of the agrarian history of
the Ural region, including the war period, for all the
years of his scientific activity, about fifty years. His
last published monograph, as it seems to me, in many respects sums up the studies of
the war-time period in the history of agriculture of the Ural region. This fact,
however, is not surprising, since this work is based on a solid foundation of hundreds
of works published by its author and devoted to the main topic of his studies.

V. Motrevich has authored very significant (both in length and in contents)
scientific works before,! but it seems that this monograph has surpassed everything
created by him earlier. Its length alone (700 pages) involuntarily arouses respect,
which increases even more after the acquaintance with the monograph’s enormous,
without exaggeration, bibliographic and reference apparatus. It would be sufficient to

say that in addition to the obligatory lists of sources and references, name and
geographical indices, and a list of abbreviations, V. Motrevich also compiled a most
detailed index of enterprises, organizations, and institutions mentioned in the
monograph that includes several hundred items.

The list of sources and literature compiled by the author, which is approximately
the same in length, once again testifies to the author’s respectful attitude to the works
of his predecessors and colleagues on the same topic, including historians,
sociologists and economists. This list gives a very strong feeling that in compiling it
V. Motrevich tried not to miss a single publication on the topic under study, including
the works of least known authors.

The author placed a unique material in the appendix to the monograph, which
includes photographs of agricultural machinery used in the Ural village during the
war. It was borrowed for this purpose from the 1947 album of the All-Union
Research Institute of Mechanization and Electrification of Agriculture (this
document, like many others, was found by the author of the monograph in the
collections of the Russian State Archive of Economics).

Exceptionally high scientific level of the monograph is due to its powerful and
diverse source base, represented by an extensive list of archival materials, legislative
and regulatory acts, collections of laws and documents, reference and statistical
publications, works of state and party figures of the USSR, memoirs, etc., each of
which complements and enriches the others. It is impossible not to note the fact that
the author has long been known to his colleagues as a very active and very successful
researcher of archival materials.

This time the scholar did not deceive his readers’ expectations either. The
monograph compiles materials from twenty (1) archives: federal, regional, and
departmental, including those to which scientists pay insufficient attention nowadays.
For example, in the Middle Urals these include the Archive of the Ministry of Agro-
Industrial Complex and Consumer Market of Sverdlovsk Oblast, the Archive of the
Information Centre of the Chief Administration of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of
the Russian Federation in Sverdlovsk Oblast, and the Archive of the Administration
of the Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation in Sverdlovsk Oblast. A
number of archive materials presented by the author in the monograph are introduced
into scientific circulation for the first time.

The structure of the publication is well thought through, reasonable and logical,
and corresponds to the goals and objectives of the study. Each of the sections of the
work (the introduction, eight extensive chapters divided into a number of sections,
and the conclusion) has its own meaning and is logically integrated into the general
direction of the whole monograph, which is
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...to study the state of agriculture in the region under the extraordinary
conditions of the Great Patriotic War, to show the functioning of the agrarian
sector of one of the regions of the country within the framework of the Stalinist
model of economic development.?

In the introduction, the author conducted a fairly detailed historiographical and
general analysis of sources and literature he used in his work. At the same time he
emphasized, “This study is based on the analysis of an extensive corpus of archival
materials and published sources.” In my opinion, it is the latter circumstance that
allowed him to convincingly form his author’s conceptual vision of the problem
under study.

The first three chapters of the monograph are devoted to the study of the resource
base of the agricultural sector in the Ural region on the eve and during the period
under study. Using the huge statistical material available to him, V. Motrevich very
successfully coped with all the tasks he set. Even the titles of separate sections of the
three chapters mentioned above indicate the thoroughness of the research: “Agro-
Climatic Characteristics of the Ural Region,” “The Full List of the Ural Collective
Farms,” “Machinery and Tractor Fleet during the War,” “Assistance of Industrial
Enterprises to the Village,” etc. At the same time, the material presented in these
sections sometimes looks quite homogeneous to a certain extent. This, for example,
refers to the sections of the second chapter with the titles “Supply of Fuel and
Lubricants and Storage of Equipment” and “Provision with Fuel and Lubricants”
respectively. It seems that the information and data presented in them could be
merged into a single section.

The following five chapters of the monograph are primarily devoted to the
production and economic activities of the agrarian sector of the Ural region’s
economy. The author devoted a separate chapter to the problems of agrarian complex
management, paying special attention to the Soviet party diktat in the production
activities of the village (“Industry Management and Organization of Labor in
Agriculture”). In addition, a separate chapter considers in detail the remuneration of
rural workers’ labor and their living conditions (“Remuneration of Labor and the
Material Conditions of Rural Residents”).

The undoubted merit of the monograph under review is that it covers almost all
aspects of the problem under study in all their many interrelations, interconnections,
and interdependencies. All this allowed the author of the monograph to present

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numerous nuances of the study in the smallest detail. This is evidenced by the vast
array of numerical and documentary material, presented by the author of the
monograph in seven hundred pages.

Summarizing everything mentioned above, it is evident that the respected Ural
researcher managed to present another major work, which significantly enriched the
regional historical science and confirmed the highest qualification of its author.

Talking about the shortcomings of the work (without the indication of which no
review is possible), I would like to say the following. In works of such considerable
length, it is hardly possible to avoid a certain number of technical mistakes:
Inaccuracies, misprints, and imperfections. Of course, they are present in this work as
well, but in quite acceptable, very small quantities. That is why | would like to
elaborate on the more significant points of the monograph, which appear to be
important, first of all, for conceptual reasons.

In this sense, perhaps, the most fundamental point of the entire monograph
(naturally, in my judgment entirely) is the presence of certain contradictions in the
wording and conclusions made by the author. Let me note that as a result of correctly
set goals of the research, well-thought-out logic in the presentation of the material,
and strictly scientific analysis of over-representative source base, V. Motrevich
managed to put forward a number of original hypotheses. However, in my opinion,
some of them are to some extent controversial and contradictory.

For instance, the author’s statement about the reason for choosing the mobilization
model of modernization in the USSR seems very ambiguous to me. In the author’s
opinion, it was connected with

.. .the special situation in the USSR, which in those years had a hostile
environment and was preparing for a new world war.*

The monograph actually begins with this statement, which, in fact, was to define
its entire concept. At the same time, the author refers to the Stalin’s famous statement
about the USSR falling behind the advanced countries “by fifty to a hundred years”
and the need to “cover this distance in ten years”™ as a given fact without any
criticism. (Similarly, further in the text of the monograph, on p. 355, also without any
criticism, there is a quote from the speech of M. Kalinin, the most odious
representative of Stalin’s entourage, namely, his banal words about the need to

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increase the planting of potatoes. It seems that in our days such quotations need to be
accompanied by appropriate commentary.)

Further in the introduction, the author of the monograph argues with M. Vyltsan, a
famous agricultural historian. In one of his works, Vyltsan used the famous aphorism
“Pyrrhic victory” in relation to the “achievements” (quotation marks added — V.M.) of
the USSR’s agricultural sector during the war.® Of course, we can argue about the
appropriateness of such a harsh evaluation of this rather tabooed topic, but this is a
fact that during the last decades of its post-war history, the Soviet Union was
gradually moving towards its collapse, which took place in late 1991. It should also
be emphasized that the collapse occurred neither because of the pressure “from
without” nor because of the “machinations of world imperialism,” but exclusively for
internal reasons, primarily due to the unsustainable economic system, which had
shown its complete inefficiency in the circumstances of peaceful coexistence with
developed countries. (The gradual degradation of agriculture in the post-war years is
described in detail in one of the monographs of the author of this review.")

The monograph ends with another very interesting statement:

The collective farm system, which was created as a result of Stalin’s
modernization of the village, also proved well suited to the needs of the
defense. It facilitated the mobilization of all forces and means to fight the
enemy and allowed even the products necessary for simple reproduction to be
confiscated from agricultural producers free of charge. In the conditions of the
terrible war, using all the power of the state, the Soviet Union managed to limit
the consumption of the civilian population as much as possible in order to
concentrate all means and forces on the development of the military industry.
By applying extraordinary measures of an organizational and legal nature, the
state as a whole succeeded in ensuring the functioning of agriculture and in
supplying its own population with the necessary minimum of food.?

In light of the fragment cited above, | must say that | agree with the author only in
one thing, namely, that the command and administrative system of mobilization type
that was created in the USSR by the Communist Party, indeed showed its great
vitality during the hardships of the war years. However, it turned out to be its only

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virtue, and a dubious one, because that vitality was ensured by an absolutely
inhumane socio-economic policy toward its own population. It was the policy in the
implementation of which the citizens of the country were seen as nothing more than
expendable material for solving the problems of the rulers of the state. Yes, any war
always requires certain sacrifices from the population, but the sacrifices made by the
Soviet people during the Great Patriotic War surpass any possible imagination.
Among other things, they indicate the mediocrity and criminality of the Stalinist
regime and the system of social management created by it.

As for the assertion of the author of the monograph that the state as a whole
managed to ensure the functioning of agriculture and to provide its own population
with the necessary minimum of food, it contradicts the material presented by him in
the fifth chapter of the monograph in the section “Hunger in the Ural Village.” It is
this section that cites the horrific facts of the monstrous famine, cannibalism and even
corpse-eating during the war years in the Ural region. As a comment, let us add that
there was nothing like that in Nazi Germany during the Second World War.®

Reading the above-quoted extensive passage from the monograph, one may also
get an impression that its author allows himself outright praise for the administrative-
command management system that existed in the USSR for seven decades.
Nevertheless, it seems that this is not true. In fact, on the same page V. Motrevich
formulates a conclusion, which essentially goes in an opposite direction. He argues
that as a result of the implementation of the so-called Stalin-type modernization in the
USSR, “relations which were characteristic of feudalism in many respects were
restored. . . in the Soviet village”'® (emphasis added — V. M.) It is this fundamental
conclusion that seems to be the quintessence of the entire monograph and its most
important outcome. And we should be grateful to its author for this conclusion alone.

Finally, one more remark concerns the title of the monograph, which, in my
opinion, could have been less pompous in light of all the facts presented in it. Of
course, no one would dispute the obvious facts: there was a victory, there was a
sacrificial feat of the Soviet people in its name, and future generations of Russians
inherited the majestic and most significant holiday of all. However, quoting the
famous words of the poet, this holiday is indeed celebrated with “tears in the eyes,”
as it exists because of the “contribution” mentioned in the title of the monograph. The
contribution that our people will never have to repeat. . .

However, the aforementioned shortcomings of the monograph can hardly diminish
its final very high evaluation. Not being afraid to overstate it, | dare say that the work

of V. Motrevich is very significant for the regional historical science and should also
take its rightful place among the studies of the national level. And it does not seem to
me an exaggeration because the reviewed work actually answers the absolute
majority of questions that may be asked by any researcher interested in the
agriculture of the huge Ural region in the most dramatic period of our country’s
history.
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
