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His Majesty the Source

One of the most important values of the Quaestio Rossica journal is the
attention given to the discovery of new sources for humanitarian knowledge,
which often uncover new facts and personalities in the historical process. The
Problema voluminis section of this issue, titled “The Individual and the Interests
of the State”, presents several aspects of Russias development over different
periods. The historical sources introduced in this section reveal the factology
of time and the essential emotive and axiological facets of historical events.

The first group of articles focuses on the historical collisions around the
imperial orientation of Russia. Daniel C. Waugh (Washington, USA), whose
discovery of the significance of Patrick Gordon in the organization of the
Russian Post [Yo], has been previously published in Quaestio Rossica, offers
unique materials again. The author studies the first Russian handwritten
newspaper, Kuranty, selecting from the bulk of published information,
it would seem, not the most obvious content - advertising for goods brought
by Dutch merchants from overseas colonies. Careful reading of the texts
and interpretation of their commercial and communicational components
allows the author to see new aspects in the process of the introduction
of Muscovy to European life. Waugh masterfully bases his historical
research both on Russian archives and the foreign periodical press of the
time, providing high quality results.

A historian Vladimir Shkerin (Yekaterinburg, Russia), offers new data
on the Decembrist movement. The researcher studies a number of ego-
documents, revealing a system of internal relationships, personal likes and
dislikes, while painting an impressive picture of the interpersonal dynamics
of the participants before and after the uprising.

An article by Pavel Ilyin (St Petersburg, Russia) is a valuable addition to the
onomasticon of the rebels; treading upon various archival and published data,
the author studies the destinies of the Decembrists, focusing his attention on
previously unnoticed details of court documents and correspondence, as well
as memoirs. Complementing the list of names, Ilyin significantly expands the
circle of people who actually protested and longed for reforms.

Fedor Melentev (Moscow, Russia) presents new data on the old dispute
between the “two capitals” of Russia, Moscow and St Petersburg. This ever-
living contest has drawn the attention of the researcher, who looks at how
the imperial family of Russia participated in the discussion. Reference by
the royals to the “ancient capital” often means, as the author shows, the
search for common points with popular opinion and an awareness of the
need to recognize its significance. The article offers an insight on whether the
sons of Alexander II, one of whom was a tsar to be, were successful in this
communication.
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The work of Mikhail Agapov (Tyumen, Russia), offers an interesting
conclusion to the section, describing the activities of Siberian merchants
on the opening of the Northern Sea Route. The entrepreneurial interests
of the merchants ostensibly merged with a patriotic concern for the
development of the motherland. The strengthening of sea communications
went towards the “common good” not only for the merchants; the relative
affordability of sea transportation made this route, which had previously
shown its effectiveness for the British Empire, quite viable for Russia, too.
Having withstood climatic stresses, without losing faith in the power of
human perseverance and ingenuity, the merchants, however, often could
not overcome the indifference of the metropolitan bureaucracy. Some of
their techniques (for example, teaching seamanship to the local population)
proved to be in high demand in the future.

The second main theme of the section centers around the development
of medical statistics in Russia. Statistics, an important tool for tracking the
dynamics of changes and an indicator of the success or failure of the health
system, need to be analyzed and studied for their proper application to
historical research. Two of the following articles study this problem. The
first, authored by Ruslan Mitrofanov (Munich, Germany), summarizes the
functioning of medical statistics in imperial Russia in comparison with
their usage in Prussia and England. The German model, even if initially
adopted as a basis for reform in Russia, was significantly reduced in Russian
conditions and could not provide the impetus the reformist hopes placed
on them. Sergei Zatravkin and Elena Vishlenkova (Moscow, Russia), in their
turn, study the role of statistics in pre-reform Russia. The authors analyze
the quality and the intention of statistical data.

The article by Alexander Egorov (Petrozavodsk, Russia) provides archival
data on the plague epidemic in St Petersburg (1831), when an insufficient
understanding of the disease among the local population led to the search
for “poisoners” and “killer doctors” rather than to the establishment of anti-
plague measures. The dramatic manifestation of nationalist sentiments in
the medical environment of Yekaterinburg is described in the article by
Eduard Chernoukhov (Yekaterinburg, Russia). A seemingly insignificant
episode of anti-Semitism in reality reflects the mood of crisis among
Russian society at the beginning of the twentieth century.

The section concludes with a sociological study of in-depth interviews
of women who participated in human egg donations for reproductive
practices. For the first time in Russian sociology, Natalya Gramatchikova
Natalya Gramatchikova and Irina Polyakova (Yekaterinburg, Russia),
describe the motivation and values of women donors in this process and
present the results of their work.

War in its anti-human madness destroys not only people and the hope
for the birth of geniuses; it is also merciless to nature itself, its wealth and
resources. Based on sources from the First World War, the three following
articles, sent from different academic centers, cover this aspect of the war’s
impact. A collaborative article by Kerstin von Lingen (Vienna, Austria) and
Oksana Nagornaia (Yaroslavl, Russia), tackles the theoretical foundations of
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an interdisciplinary approach to the history of war. The variety of approaches
from various academic fields makes it possible to take a stereoscopiclook at the
environmental stress caused by the military operations in Europe. Alexandra
Likhacheva (Yaroslavl, Russia) offers an assessment of the destruction of
the natural landscapes of Galicia as described in the ego-documents of the
Russian military. Iaroslav Golubinov (Samara, Russia) analyzes data on the
state of the oil industry in Galicia and its role in the military campaign. After
an initial attempt to establish production during the seizure of the territory,
the Russian tsarist command switched to a “scorched earth” policy during the
retreat, significantly destroying the economic infrastructure of the state.

The introduction of new sources into academic circulation is an
important function of this journal; thus, in this issue, we publish new
materials about the Elder (Starets) Kapiton, a hero of the seventeenth
century (Origines section). Kapiton’s authority and charisma had a profound
impact on his circle of communication as shown by a new document -
a petition from the Vologda archive. The document is significant not only
in the historical aspect, showing a complex system of relationships within
the monastery; it demonstrates the bright colloquial language of the epoch
filled with figurative expressions. The authors of the publication, Aleksey
Morokhin (Nizhny Novgorod, Russia) and Aleksandr Lavrov (Paris, France)
propose to change our understanding of Kapiton’s personality on the basis
of the document and to consider the biography of the famous elder in
its development. Disputes among his entourage give reason to doubt the
current unambiguous interpretation of Kapiton’s radicalism.

The Dialogus section offers a discussion of the history and social
functions of demonism and hereticism, which is interesting not only for
modern scholarship within the humanities, but also for popular culture.
The discussion was attended by experts from various fields within the
humanities - history, philology, theology - Elena Beliakova (Moscow,
Russia), Liudmila Zhurova (Novosibirsk, Russia), Konstantin Kostromin
(St Petersburg, Russia), Alexander Pigin (Petrozavodsk, Russia), and Larisa
Soboleva (Yekaterinburg, Russia). The focus of everyone’s attention were
interesting oral and written sources and their modern interpretations. The
participants studied the search for an “enemy demon” that was characteristic
of the transitional era between the sixteenth and the seventeenth centuries,
in order to explain the conflicts and dramas of time, acquiring clear outlines
in the interdisciplinary dialogue of opinions. The topic of the “other world”
has been raised repeatedly on the pages of the journal, which indicates its
importance for researchers [Soboleva, Antoshin].

The Hereditas: nomina et scholae section of this issue publishes
a biographical study of the complex personal and academic life of the
historian A. V. Kartashev by Aleksandr Antoshchenko (Petrozavodsk,
Russia). The author offers an interesting view of the influence of the idea
of Holy Russia on the life path of an emigrant, and possible changes in
attitudes towards this utopia among different emigrant waves and in the
views of Kartashev himself. The reanimation of mythologems seems to
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acquire a negative connotation when changes in their meaning are not
recognized, which can be accepted or rejected to varying degrees by
patriotically aligned thinkers.

The article from the famous Argentinian historian Claudio Ingerflom
(Paris, France; Buenos Aires, Argentina) is notable for its major theoretical
constructions. Comparing various trends in the historiography of Russia
connected with the ideas of the “good tsar”, the author suggests a deeper
and more serious understanding of the popular utopia of tsarist power, not
as a manifestation of naivety, but rather as a demand for greater power,
understanding its inconsistency with the ideal in certain historical periods.
Placing an article in the Conceptus et conceptio section suggests the need for
its further discussion by specialists.

The issue concludes with two reviews. The first review belongs to the pen
of Denis Lyapin (Yelets, Russia), who highlights new turns in the study of
military history in the book The Belgorod Line. History. Fortification. People
(2020), by a collaboration of authors [[Tankos, [TerpyxuHies, Xutpos].
The reviewer duly notes the key discovery of the study, which describes
engineering works focused on the strengthening of the Russian southern
border during the times of Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich, and the further
role of these structures in the communication between the countries and
borderland populations.

Vadim Rynkov (Novosibirsk, Russia) reviews the book by the Novosibirsk
historian V. I. Kozodoy, which centers on a figure of the Kazakh national
movement, Alikhan Bukeikhanov [Kosopoii]. Appreciating the interest in
the history of the neighboring state on the part of Russian historical science,
the author of the article makes a number of critical comments about the
insufficient foundation of the study on the basis of new sources and its
uncritical adherence to the official Kazakh historiography. These research
shortcomings often reduce the value of the published and circulated book,
transforming the research into a project related rather to the formation of
a national historical and biographical myth than to the science of history.
