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The author considers the biography of a French journalist Julie-Victoire Daubié
in the context of the educational reforms in the 19t century. Essays by J.-V. Daubié
on the issues of women’s position in society and education became the main sources
for the study. She became the first French woman who got the bachelor's degree and
thus paved the way for women’s access to higher education. Results of the study show
that activities of Julie-Victoire Daubié proved the tendency towards the reformation
