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TRUTH AND FANTASY BEHIND THE SOVIET UTOPIA

Messieurs, lorsquen vain notre sphére

Du bonheur cherche le chemin,

Honneur au fou qui ferait faire

Un réve heureux au genre humain!
P-J. de Béranger. Les Fous. 1833

We were born to make the fantasy come true...
P. German. The March of the [Soviet] Aviators. 1923

A famous fragment of Béranger’s poem, devoted to utopian socialist
ideas that were rooted in the French Revolution, acquires a distinctive
meaning in Russian culture. In Maxim Gorky’s The Lower Depths (1902),
the ‘happy dream’ inverts to become its own grim opposite.

Gorky’s play does not answer why the ‘fool” in the play ‘has spoilt the
song, but it introduces a recurrent motif in Soviet life, the theme of utopia,
which dramatically shaped all aspects of culture, especially during the
Stalinist period. The fourth issue of Quaestio Rossica for 2015 contemplates
a very particular type of utopia that seemingly changes what constitutes
utopian elements in culture. Indeed, the inter-war (can we call it Stalinist?)
Soviet Union became an inverted utopia, and this issue of QR, which
is entitled ‘“Totalitarian Utopia: the Text of Hope and Despair, delineates the
theme’s major categories. We have to clarify that ‘text’ should be understood
broadly, in terms of classical literature and confessional writing, as well
as architectural projects and newspaper graphics.

The current issue’s main theme unfolds in the article by Professor
Giovanni Maniscalco Basile (Universita di Roma III), who uncovers
the ‘algebra of happiness’ in Yevgeny Zamyatin’s classic, We (1921).
G. Basile analyzes this famous anti-utopia in terms of certain ‘formulas’ of
happiness that not only establish common principles for all individuals but
also transform the category of ‘happiness’” into a mechanism of oppression.

Quaestio Rossica - 2015 - Ne 4, p. 7-16
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Alla  Vronskaya (PhD student, at the Swiss Federal Institute
of Technology in Ziirich) examines the project for architecture and
landscape for the Central Park of Culture and Leisure in Moscow, which
was designed in 1931 by Moisey Ginzburg. A. Vronsky argues that
Ginzburg followed a city-planning principle of ‘deurbanization, which
took the individual, as opposed to the collective, for society’s basic unit.
Accordingly, the city park became not merely a space for recreation
but also the embodiment of ‘personal Utopia, thereby creating a space
for social transformation. Both of these ideas impeded its realization
in the Stalinist state. The article’s visual artifacts contain original blueprints
and designs that demonstrate Ginzburg’s progress with the project,
and these documents were generously shared by the A. V. Shchusev State
Museum of Architecture in Moscow.

Two articles relate the history of socialist utopia in the legendary Urals
Plant for Heavy Machinery (Uralmash), one of the world’s largest heavy
machinery plants located in Ekaterinburg, Russia. Uralmash’s construction
began during the First Five-Year Plan, and was completed in 1933 along
with a socialist city for workers, which was erected out of ‘nothingness.

Dr. Elena Efremova (the Sverdlovsk Regional Universal Scientific
Library) analyzes the newly-born, socialist town’s utopian imagery, which
appeared in the plant’s newspaper, Za tyazheloe mashinostroenie (For Heavy
Machinery). At the time, a writer and journalist, Leopold Averbach, served
as the plant’s First Secretary of the Regional Committee of the Communist
Party. According to the author, Averbach created the plant’s newspaper and
enthusiastically invented the image of the never-before-seen ‘city of Sergo
[Ordzhonikidze]’, ‘Uralmash-the-Handsome’ Later the newspaper appeared
to create for the town a peculiar type of identity, which survived the decline
of socialism and the demolition of the plant itself. The newspaper’s utopian
ideas reach their peak in a letter to Herbert Wells, which evokes science
fiction writers of the time by using bold and vivid descriptions, offering
a remarkable vision of a futuristic, 1950s Uralmash.

Continuing with the same Uralmash newspaper, Dr. Yevgeny
Alekseev (Ural Federal University, Ekaterinburg) examines its illustrated
material. Various placards, drawings and cartoons accompanied articles
and described the manufacturing process; they created a recognizable
and influential ‘Soviet newspaper style, infusing energy and dynamics
within the Soviet utopia. Along with utopian imagery, the newspaper
featured caricatures, which exposed ‘enemies of the people’ and ‘World
Capitalism.

An article, co-authored by Dr. Natalia Gramatchikova (Institute
of History and Archaeology of UB RAS, Ekaterinburg) and Dr. Lydia
Yenina (Ural Federal University, Ekaterinburg), studies the documentary
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novella, ‘Life of a Soviet family in the 30s and 40s of the 20" century’
by Stalda Navarska. Navarska’s father, Boris Stepanov, is the central
character, and his biography appears to invert the utopia of Stalin’s Soviet
Union. The young and vigorous secretary of the regional Communist Party
in Berezov was tortured in the 1937 repressions but later rehabilitated and
restored within the Party; during the first days of WWII, he went to the
frontlines and then died in a hospital during a 1942 bombing. In her father’s
memoir, Stalda Navarska generally follows the logical order of his diary
entries (extremely interesting in their own right); however, she carefully
constructs an idealized image, while banning reflective contemplation
and reinventing certain dramatic events in her familys history.
N. Gramatchikovas study convincingly reveals how a family’s historical
narrative offers complex and contradictory mechanics that appear to ‘grow
through the cracks and gaps of family memory’

This issue of Quaestio Rossica contains a follow-up to the previous
discussion on the history of foreign investment in Russia (see: Quaestio
Rossica, 2015, nr. 3). Russia’s introduction to prospective ideas and
technologies and their further modifications under new conditions
continues in the article by Professor Daniel Waugh (University
of Washington, Seattle). Waugh examines the postal service’s organization
in Russia from the end of the 17 to the beginning of the 18" century
by examining the diary and correspondence of Patrick Gordon, a general
and rear admiral of Scottish origin, who served in Peter the Great’s army.
Peter the Great sought to attract foreign professionals to regulate the postal
service and to accelerate the delivery of personal and official information
from Europe. This article concludes the author’s examination of Russia’s
postal service, which started in the previous issue of QR.

The article by PhD student, Svetlana Kuzmina (Sorbonne 1V, Paris),
acknowledges that after World War I military objectives not only accelerated
technological development but also offered a means for cooperation with
the Franco-Belgian financial group, ‘Syndicat des Affaires russes. Drawing
from archival materials, the author argues that Russian experts skillfully
used their European connections and benefited from the success of the
syndicate; such success overturns the myth that Russia was unprepared
for war.

The article by Dr. Thierry Claeys (University of Paris — Sorbonne)
scrutinizes the strategy and dynamics of French investments in Russia
between 1857 and 1914. Drawing from archival data, the author
demonstrates how French investments in railway development in southern
Russia changed the region’s economic outlook and how efforts of engineers,
bankers and diplomats made French investments a significant factor
for Russia’s economic development in the early 1870s.
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Dr. Roberto Cantoni (LATTS — Ecole des Ponts, Paris) in ‘Breach
of Faith? Italian-Soviet Cold War Trading and ENI’s “International Oil
Scandal” examines conflicting economic and political interests in Europe
during the Cold War. The economic necessity for Italy to purchase Russian
oil resulted in strong opposition from other participants in the European
Economic Community. The author attentively considers the big oil scandal,
which became a test for defending Italy’s interests.

Dr. Falk Flade (European University Viadrina, Frankfurt am Oder)
outlines the difficulties that persisted between COMECON countries
during the construction of the ‘Soyuz’ gas pipeline between 1974 and 1979.
Financial difficulties compelled the Soviet Union to seek aid from countries
with more financial stability.

Our traditional Disputatio Section features an article by Professors
Elena Glavatskaya (Ural Federal University, Ekaterinburg) and Gunnar
Thorvaldsen (University of Tromso, Norway), who discuss materials from
Russian and Swedish archives. Research demonstrates the fate of Swedish
prisoners, who were brought to Russia after Peter the Great’s victory at the
Battle of Poltava. Apart from offering new information on biographical
history, the article explores how the prisoners adapted to overcome
humiliation and to survive; they sought to simultaneously maintain their
ethnic and religious identity and manage their coexistence with the local
population of Siberian Babylon, Tobolsk. The article’s research alludes to
the migration of new ideas and skills into Russia, especially as images and
ideas of other cultures by force of circumstances influenced the culture.

The article by Dr. Yevgeny Pchelov (Russian State Humanitarian
University, Moscow) provides a glimpse of everyday life for Siberian Tatars.
Pages from historical documents vividly describe gifts made over a period
of time to the Kuchum family. The article depicts a colorful world of
everyday objects and illustrates the Russian ambassadors’ careful and
considerate approach, as they brought gifts, which were sensitive to local
traditions and values, to the master of 16™-century Siberia. Apart from
listing the gifts, the article outlines their symbolic meaning.

In the Heritage. Nomina et scholae Section, Dr. Natalia Shirobokova
(Institute of Philology of the SB RAS, Novosibirsk) writes about her
teacher, a specialist in northern languages, Elizaveta Ivanovna Ubriatova.
Her interest in the languages of indigenous minority groups was predicated
not merely by scientific quest but also by her deep belief that language
preserves culture. Ubriatova concerned herself with the fate of people
for whom preserving their native language was equal to preserving their
national identity.

Inthe Critica Section of Quaestio Rossica, Dr. Konstantin Bugrov (Institute
of History and Archaeology, UB RAS, Ekaterinburg) reviews M. Malia’s
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Locomotives of History. Revolution and the Making of the Modern World. The
reviewer carefully considers pro et contra of the author’s argument about
the systematization of revolution and reveals strengths and weaknesses
in Malia’s comparative approach. It is clear that the American historian’s
work will continue to evoke stimulating and ambiguous responses.

The second review, authored by Professor Dmitry Redin (Institute
of History and Archaeology, UB RAS, Ekaterinburg), Professor Viladimir
Arakcheev and Assistant Professor Julia Rusina (both of Ural Federal
University, Ekaterinburg), highlights a new textbook on Source Studies,
written by a collection of authors and published by the Higher School
of Economics in 2015. The reviewers assess the authors” theoretical basis,
classification of historical documents and methods for analysis. These
exhaustive notes on professionals in the field will positively contribute
to the improvement of source documents and the education of future,
qualified historians.

The Editorial Board hopes to focus the reader’s attention on the variety
of materials in Quaestio Rossica and promote their further inclusion into
bibliographies dealing with the relevant topics.
