Annotation

The article presents selected results of the study of political preferences of
young people for the presence of linear and simplest non-linear links for data of
interdisciplinary research of political content. For the study, two questionnaires were
prepared, with questions relating both to the attitude towards individual political
leaders, political parties, evaluation of the work of elected and governing authorities,
and the attitude of respondents to politics, their political participation, etc. In addition
to sociological information, a wide range of psychological information is considered
within the framework of personal typology (data on 6 methodics).

For the analysis of dependences, the used the author's method of studying
statistical dependencies of various forms, which uses a generalized version of the
multiple comparison method for quantile partitions (triads, quarts, quints) of data for
each measured parameter, and not need for prior hypothesis on the form of
dependence.

The article discusses seven dependencies: the dependence of the parameter
"Assessment of President V.V. Putin's activity" on the parameter "Attitude to the
CPRF party"; the dependence of the parameter "Satisfaction with the work of Russian
President Vladimir Putin" on the parameter "Attitude to V.V. Zhirinovsky";
dependence of the parameter "Cooperation-rivalry" on the parameter "Attitude to
G.A. Zyuganov"; dependence of the parameter “Satisfaction with the work of
Russian President Vladimir Putin” on the parameter “Impulsiveness”; dependence of
the parameter "Satisfaction with the work of the State Duma of the Russian
Federation" on the parameter "Serious type"; the dependence of the parameter
"Attitude to the CPRF party" on the parameter "Attitude to the LDPR party"; the
dependence of the parameter “Attitude to the LDPR party” on the parameter
