INTERNAL DIALOGUE AND EXISTENTIAL FULFILLMENT
IN THE CONTEXT OF PERSONAL SUCCESS

Submitted study is aimed to explore relationship between an internal
dialogue’s features and an existential fulfillment. The theoretical base of re-
search is Personal existential analysis by A. Langley, G. M. Kuchinsky ideas
and Dialogical self theory by H. Hermans.

It is found that the conflicting internal dialogues act as a predictor of low
existential fulfillment, associated with inability to successfully manage with
conditions of being and anxiety, while the internal conversation frequency
is not associated with existential fulfillment.
