Cross-Border Remittances of Migrants as a Factor of Socio-Economic Development
in the Territory of Origin

The main idea and purpose of the study are to substantiate the role of cross-border remittances of
migrants in the socio-economic development of the Exodus territory and develop proposals to support
these transfers in the adverse economic conditions caused by COVID-19 and the restrictions imposed.
The analysis of cross-border remittances of migrants was carried out in the regional context. It is
concluded that in modern conditions they are becoming a stable source of foreign exchange earnings,
especially for middle-and low-income countries. To support the socio-economic development of
countries that depend on cross-border migrant remittances, it is proposed to pay special attention to
the development of financial infrastructure and solutions that reduce the cost of cross-border migrant
remittances transmitted through official channels.
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
